Strike Out And Insert
Three basic forms of amendment of words:

1. To insert, or add

2. To strike out

3. To strike out and insert – an indivisible combination of 1 & 2.

Strike out and insert

The two parts of this amendment cannot be separated, either by secondary       amendment or a Division of the Question.

Two types: 
  different wording is inserted in the same place 

  the same wording struck out of one place is inserted in a different place.

It is not in order to move to strike out something from one place and insert something materially different in another place by a single action.  The mover needs unanimous consent to make two separate motions at the same time.

For purposes of secondary amendment this type of motion is treated as if resolved into its two elements

  Strike out – amendable only by striking out

  Insert – amendable in any of three forms relating to words

A single secondary amendment involving both elements of a primary amendment to strike out and insert is not in order.  (It is often better to take amendments to the strike out element first.)

When the motion has been adopted what has been struck out and what has been inserted are subject to the same rules regarding further amendment as if the striking out and inserting had been done by separate motions.

  what has been inserted cannot be struck out and

  what has been struck out cannot be inserted again

     except through a reconsideration of the vote or

      through changes in the wording or the place in a way that presents a new                                                                                                                      qqqquestion.

If the motion is voted down it is still in order

  to make either of the separate motions to strike out, or to insert, the same 

  words that would have been struck out or inserted by the combined motion

   or to make another motion to strike out and insert that presents a question

   materially different from the one that was voted down.
